The general fund provides
for core City functions that are not provided by dedicated revenue streams. It does not include services provided by dedicated taxes, grants, bond proceeds or enterprise fund
revenues. The fiscal year 2017-18 budgeted general fund expenditures are 10.5% higher than the fiscal year 2016-17 actuals. Fiscal year 2017-18 actual general fund expenditures

Lower capital
outlay expenditures and increased departmental credits have offset increased personal services costs to keep expenditures in line with the prior year.

The fiscal year 2017-18 budget includes an increase of 4.0% in local sales tax revenues over fiscal year 2016-17 actuals. Beginning in January 2017, local sales tax returns
and payments were no longer sent to the City, but were instead collected and processed by the State. This created a delay in the posting of sales taxes to the City. The
delay is evident in the lower sales tax revenues for July 2017 as compared to July 2016. This is a timing difference and will be accounted for at fiscal year-end so that the
total revenues for the fiscal year will reflect actual sales activity for the year, however, the delay in posting revenues will be evident in the year over year comparisons for this

report until we have a complete year of collections by the State. Through March, local sales tax revenues are 1.9% above prior year actuals.
