Serious Injury Hit and Run Collision 
 

On March 14, 2021 at about 10:56 p.m., officers responded to a hit and run injury collision involving 
three vehicles.  Detectives learned a Chevrolet Tahoe and Chrysler Pacifica were traveling 
westbound on Southern Avenue when they lost control of their vehicles. The Tahoe traveled off the 

roadway and the Chrysler crossed the median into the eastbound lanes where it struck a Hyundai 
Elantra.  
 

The driver and occupants of the Tahoe fled the scene prior to police arrival. Phoenix Fire personnel 
responded and transported the occupants of Pacifica and the Elantra to a nearby hospital with 
serious, but non-life-threatening injuries.
