Fatal Traffic Collision Investigation/Manslaughter arrest 

On July 24h, at about 8:45 p.m., Phoenix Police officers responded to a call of a collision involving 
four vehicles in the area of 72rd Avenue and Thomas Road.   

Detectives learned a tan Chevy Tahoe, operated by 29-year-old Asheley Alvidrez, was traveling 
eastbound on Thomas Road when it collided with the rear of a white Mazda 6, which had also been 
traveling east.   

The force of that collision caused the Mazda to be pushed over the center median into oncoming 
traffic, where it collided with a green kia Sorento that had been traveling west. A fourth vehicle, a 
silver Toyota Camry was also traveling west and was also involved in this collision. 

The driver of the Kia Sorento was pronounced deceased on scene by the Phoenix Fire Department. 
The drivers of the Mazda and Camry both received non-life-threatening injuries from the collision.   

During the investigation, Alvidrez showed signs and symptoms indicating impairment.  Probable 
cause was developed to book her into the Maricopa County Jail for one count of manslaughter, two 
counts of aggravated assault (related to injuries others sustained in this incident) and endangerment.
